To date, Singapore has
made four pledges totalling about S$170 million to

A key IAI project by Singapore was the establishment
of training centres in Phnom Penh, Vientiane,
Yangon and Hanoi, which have been upgraded to the
Singapore Cooperation Centres. More than 45,000
CLMV government officials have attended our
training courses at these centres covering diverse
areas outlined in the 1Al Work Plans.

The |Al Work Plan IV (2021-2025) is structured
around the strategic areas of food and agriculture,
trade facilitation, micro, small and medium
enterprises (MSMEs), education and health and well-
being and enabling actions aimed at promoting
sustainable development, sharing best practices in
administration, public policy, governance and
regulatory development, improving data collection
and analysis capabilities to enable more effective
policymaking, and strengthening the role of social
work to realise a people-oriented, people-centred
and inclusive ASEAN Community.

The IAl is in line with the spirit of the Singapore
Cooperation Programme (SCP). Established in 1992,
the SCP brings together the various technical
assistance programmes offered by Singapore. As a
country whose only resource is its people, Singapore
believes that human resource development is vital for
economic and social progress. Singapore itself has
benefited from training provided by other countries

and international organisations.  Through the
SCP, the range and number of training
programmes have been increased to meet the
needs of developing countries.
